Wal Supattanaram

Worawihan

&% Supattanaram Worawihan
Temple Wat Thammayut is the
first tempie of Ubon Ratchathani
Province, located on Somdet
Road, Muang District, built by
the royal faith of King Mongkut, who started building the temple
in 1853. His Majesty King Mongkut. graciously bestowed the name
“Wat Supattanaram” means a temple with a suitable location as
a good port. The important thing inside the temple is the ubosot
which is 20 meters wide, 34 meters long, and 22 meters high.
Luang Sathit Ni kan (Chuan Supiyaphan), National Highway
Engineer The appearance of the Ubosot is divided into 3 parts:
the roof is Thai-style art, the central part is Westem-style art.
and the base part is Khmer art Inside the Ubosot is the principal

image, polished, not gilded. Casting began on July 4, 1916.

is a junction into the village about 1 kilometer. What is interesting
inside the temple is a Thai - style Ubosot located on a replica of
the Suphan Hong boat. which is decorated with ceramic tiles
It is a beautiful and unique temple.

o Located on the southwest side of
Thung Sri Mueang on Upparat Road, built
in 1855, the 5th year of King Mongkut's
reign. This temple has an ordination hall
built in the style of the temple of
Wat Benjaphit, Bangkok. It is enshrined the priceless Buddha
image, “Phra Kaew Butsarakham”, a Buddha sculpture. Pang
Mara Wichai in the Chiang Saen period Carved from topaz glass,
face width 5 inches, height from the altar to the moly flame 10
inches. Originally, Phra Kaew Butsarakham was probably enshrined
at Ban Don Mod Daeng. and was summoned to be enshrined
at Wat Si Ubon Rattanaram Later in the absolute manarchy The
government has assembled Water holding ceremony for Phra Phi-
phat Sattaya at Wat Sri Ubon Rattanaram and invited Phra Kaew
Butsarakham to be the presiding body of the ceremony It is con-
sidered a sacred Buddha image in the country since ancient times.

Wat Phra That N

& Wat Phra That Nong Bua or
Wat Nong Bua, about 3 kilometers
from Thung Sri Mueang to the north
on Thammawithi Road, built in 1955.
Inside the temple there is an interesting architecture, Phra That
Chedi Si Maha Pho (Mahabodhi Stupa in Bodhgaya, India), built
as a symbol for the 25th anniversary of Buddhism in 1957. From
the pagoda at Bodhgaya India It is the place where the Buddha's
relics are contained. Surrounding the Phra That is a glass wall,
which 4 corners of the glass wall enshrines another 4 small chedi.
Inside the Phra That has entrance doors on all 4 sides. The original
relic is 5 meters wide and 17 meters high. The original amulet is
the Buddha's relics that are seen today are very large. The square
base is 17 meters wide on each side, 56 meters high, complete
in the year 1969.

Wat Pa Sai Nga

& Wat Pa Sai Ngam is the
10™ branch of Wat Nong Pah
Phong. Located in Det Udom
district, it is a temple amongst
the trees and the aura of nature. The long green trees line the
distance. The thick banyan leaves are covered with dangling
branches. is a natural beauty like a curtain that blocks the chaos
from outside Let people walk through the land of peace from the
wasteland has been restored to be fertile again With the persis
tence and faith of many monks and Buddhists by the leadership of
Phrakru Nikrotha Thammaporn or Luang Por Anek Yasatinno
who was a disciple of Phra Bodhiyan Thera or Luang Por Cha
Suphatto and was assigned by Luang Por Cha. to pioneer and
establish this monastery rehabilitation of arid land to be rich in
various kinds of plants restored life to all beings, large and small
and also benefit a lot of people As a Buddhist place conducive
to the study of Dharma and Discipline surrounding landscape
Decorated with natural materials and old traditional utensils
that used to be worthless, deeply buried to realize the value of
everything, respect for nature, respect yourself and respect others.

e Located at Tumbon Non Phueng,
Warin Chamrap District Away
from the city of Ubon Ratchathani
to Kantharalak District Along
Highway 2178, about 8 kilometers, the temple has a total area of
186 rais. In the past, it was an abandoned temple and a cemetery
before the general condition was a swamp. Phong trees
are everywhere. On the 4th day of the 4th lunar month, 1954,
Luang Pu Cha (Phra Bothiyan Thera) has pioneered to improve
the area to be suitable for dharma practice. and was established
as a monastery that year and later transformed into a temple on
occasion Inside the temple there is a shady atmosphere. Quiet,
suitable for meditation There are also buildings that bring interest.
is the Bodhiyan Museum which is a building that exhibits artifacts
and a wax figure of Luang Pu Cha and Sri Phothiyan Chedi
which is the place where Luang Pu Cha was cremated.

s Wat Luang is the first
temple and the priceless temple
in Ubon Ratchathani province,
built by Phra Prathum Worarat
Suriyawong (Chao Kham Phong), the first governor of Ubon
Ratchathani. Located on the banks of the Mun River It is the
enshrined place of the great King. Phra Kaew Paitoon One of
the important Buddha images in Ubon Ratchathani province. and
Luang Pho Pak Dam, at present, a replica of Luang Por Pak Dam
has been created. to be the presiding monk in the new ordination
hall it has a lap width of 109 inches and a height of 5.90 meters
and has invited the real Buddha image to be enshrined in the
Ubosot. at the top of the model. In addition, within the temple
There is also a monument of Phra Prathum Worarat Suriyawong
(Chao Kham Phong), the first governor of Ubon Ratchathani and
the builder of Wat Luang for the people to pay their respects and
pay their respects. and because the temple is adjacent to the
Mun River The way down to the river There is also a naga ladder
Beautiful, leading down to the Mun River.

Wat Mahawanaram

(Wat Pa Yai)

& Wat Mahawanaram or Wat
Pa Yai Located on Sanpasit Road,
Tumbon Nai Mueang, Mueang District,
is an old temple and is considered the national temple of
Ubon Ratchathani Province. Originally, it was just a monastery for
meditation. It was established at the same time as the construction
of Ubon Ratchathani in 1779, later in the reign of the second
governor, Phra Phromwarat Suriyawong. (Thao Thitphrom)
has been elevated to a temple and is considered a temple of the
second governor as well. It was named Wat Pa Luang Manichot.
But the villagers call it Wat Nong Taphang or Nong Sa Phang.
According to the name of nearby swamps, as shown in the stone
inscriptions located behind Phra Chao Yai In Paeng, this temple
was built in 1807 by Phra Maha Ratchakhru Si Satthammawongsa.
He was the first abbot and the creator of the Buddha image.
“Phra In Paeng” or Phra Chao Yai In Paeng Has changed it's
name to Wat Mahawan or Wat Pa Yai and was renamed again
In modern times it is called Wat Mahawanaram. The important
object of this temple is Phra Chao Yai In Paeng. It is a Buddha
image in the attitude of subduing Mara, masonry and cement with
lacquer. Lao style art style, about 3 meters wide, 5 meters high
from the altar to the flame of the Moly Monk. Jataka Sermon and
pouring water on Phra Chao Yai In Pang which is considered a
tradition until today
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‘No. 2, Saensuk Subdistrict,

of Ubon. Has been hailed as having
the most beautiful horoscope in the
northeastern region. It is classified
as one of the provincial goodies. As
it is said Phra Bat Wat Klang, Phra Bang Wat Tai, Hor Trai Wat
Thung, besides Hor Trai, there is also a Phra Bat or Church built
in the same era. Inside there are beautiful murals worth seeing.

Wat Thung Sri Muang was built during the reign of King
Rama lil. The creator of this temple was Chao Ariyawongsajarn
Yanwimon Ubon. Faculty of Pastoral Sangkhapamok (Sui), the
primate of Ubon Ratchathani In those days, and as he had been
to study the Dhamma Vinaya at Wat Saket Ratchaworamahaviham
in Bangkok. He brought a replica of the Buddha's footprint from
Wat Saket. to Ubon Ratchathani and built a Buddha image hall
as a place of worship This Phra Phutthabat Hall is the ubosot
used by monks to perform sangha. There is a mixture of early
Rattanakosin art and Vientiane art. Inside there are murals on all
sides. Written in the same period as the construction

"Sirindhorn Wararam Phu

Prao Temple
(Wat Phu Prao)

s Wat Phu Prao or popularly
known as the fluorescent temple,

located at Sirindhorn District, Ubon Ratchathani Province. It is a
temple located on a high hill, by simulating the environment of Wat
Pa Himmaphan or Khao Krailas at the top of the mountain, you
can see the golden ubosot standing prominently. The highlight of
the temple is seeing the glowing green image of the Kalapapruek
tree, which is a painting on the back wall of the chapel at night, the
time that is suitable for viewing and taking pictures is from 06.00
p.m. to 07.30 p.m. This temple also has a viewpoint overlooking
the Mekong River. And behind the Ubosot is a viewpoint on the
Lao side and a beautiful view of the Chong Mek international
checkpoint, including a reservoir at the foot of the hill, similar to
a lake. Especially during sunset, we can see the big sun which is
a very beautiful atmosphere.
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
